2) That following changes at a national level a scoping report would be needed and
sent to several statutory consultees an additional fee of £1,155 + vat. This work
needs to be carried out as part of the plan and some of the costs will be met from
NP grant.

discuss the plan and approve the additional expenditure needed for the scoping report.
